In PIN mode users are required to enter a
unique user ID and PIN number in order
to remove completed jobs from Discpro-
ducer. The user will only be allowed to

remove their specific discs.

Security access mode

In Security mode, users require approval
prior to publishing any jobs. Jobs are
automatically submitted to an autho-
rized administrator
and once jobs are
approved, they are
released to the disc
publisher. After a job is completed, the
user is required to enter a unique user ID
and PIN number to remove completed
jobs from Discproducer. And in the secu-
rity mode, the user will only be allowed

to remove their own discs.

It features an
encrypted hard drive to further protect
sensitive or confidential information and
allows administrators to restrict publish-

ing to authorized users only.
